Mother, daughter die as wall
collapses in rain-hit Cuddalore

Cuddalore, Oct 23:
A woman and her daughter were
killed after a wall of their house
collapsed near Puduchathiram in
Chidambaram taluk of Cuddalore
district early on Wednesday.
According to police, heavy rain
has been battering Cuddalore
district for the past four days. In
the early hours of Wednesday, M.
Yasothai (69) and her daughter M.
Jaya (40), residents of Kamarajar

Street in Andarmullipallam village,
were asleep in their tiled house
when a wall gave way due to
continuous rain.

“Yasothai died on the spot,
while her daughter Jaya succumbed
to injuries on the way to the
Puduchathiram Primary Health
Centre,” a police source said.

The bodies were later taken to the
Parangipettai Government Hospital
for postmortem examination.

BrahMos missile system engineer dies

Lucknow, Oct 23:
A 30-year-old system engineer
associated with the BrahMos missile
project under the Defence Research
and Development Organisation
(DRDO) passed away suddenly in
Lucknow on Tuesday night. The
deceased has been identified as
Akashdeep Gupta, police said today.
According to family sources,
Akashdeep’s health deteriorated
rapidly yesterday night after dinner.
He was immediately rushed to
Lokbandhu Hospital by his family,
where he died during treatment.
Hospital authorities informed the
local police, and the body has been
sent for post-mortem.

Initial reports suggest a heart
attack as the possible cause of
death, but the police have stated
that the exact cause will only be
confirmed after the post-mortem
report. An investigation is currently
underway, with all aspects being
examined, according to Alambagh
Inspector Subhash Chandra.

Akashdeep had been working
with the BrahMos missile mission
for the past seven years. He was
originally from Lucknow and
resided in the Om Nagar area of
Alambagh with his wife, Bharti
Gupta, who works with Canara
Bank in Delhi. The couple had
married just in April this year.

Bharti was visiting Lucknow for
Diwali when the incident occurred.
Akashdeep’s father, Kuldeep
Gupta, a retired Uttar Pradesh
Police officer, said the family had
celebrated Diwali together happily
just hours before the tragedy.
“After dinner, everyone went to
their rooms. Suddenly, my son’s
condition worsened. We rushed
him to the hospital, but the doctors
couldn’t save him.” he said.

The family, still in shock, is
awaiting the post-mortem results
as the investigation continues.
Akashdeep also leaves behind a
married sister.
